Are there ever waitlists at TCS? 

Yes - there are waitlists at times.  We try very hard to 

accommodate all families, but there are times when a 

class size is growing and we may have to start a 

waitlist until there are enough students for another 

class. That is why it is critical for both existing families 

and new families to register for the next school year as 

early on in the year as possible.  February is the best 

window for existing families to confirm and February - 

April is the best window for new families to lock in and 

confirm via an interview process. This process allows 

the board to confirm a budget in April. We will, of 

course do our best to make it work for families outside 

of those windows of time, but there is an increasing risk 

of waitlists as it gets further in the year.
